Tour Megiddo (New Testament Armageddon) 

and then continue to Nazareth Village, a reenactment of 

village life in Nazareth at the time of Yeshua. Connect with a 

local Arab Christian pastor to learn about his work, and 

arrive at your hotel by the Sea of Galilee at the end of the day.

Hike Ein Gedi where David hid from Saul (1 Samuel 24). Visit 

Masada, the palace-fortress of Herod the Great, used by the 

Zealots in the Great Jewish Revolt against Rome. End the day

(Saturday) 

Visit the Mount of Olives, the location of Yeshua’s ascent and 

return, and Dominus Flevit where He wept over the city of 

Jerusalem (Luke 19:41-44). Spend time at the Garden of 

Gethsemane where Jesus prayed before His crucifixion.  Join a 

Messianic worship service, led by one of the graduates of 

ONE FOR ISRAEL’s Bible College, and a current faculty member 

there. Continue to Bethlehem to meet with a Palestinian pastor 

and learn about his ministry and pray for his congregation. Visit 

the shepherd’s cave and an olive wood shop owned by local 

Palestinian Christians. Evening: Group worship and

Ascend Temple Mount, the site of the two temples. Visit the 

Davidson Center to learn about pilgrimage to Jerusalem at the 

time of Yeshua.

Join in prayer at the Western Wall, before 

touring the Western Wall Tunnels, walking along the length 

of the Temple wall from the time of Jesus.  Tour the Knesset 

(the Israeli parliament) and have a time of prayer in the area 

of the Knesset (the Israeli Parliament) and Supreme Court. 

Spend time at the Israel Museum and view the 50:1 scale 

model of Jerusalem from Yeshua’s time and the Shrine of the 

Book, which houses the Dead Sea Scrolls.
